5. As soon as you have been given your receipt please leave the premises.

6. In the interests of security of everyone’s items, we will not allow any 

viewing on a Monday.  This is important. 

 

7. Viewing for the weekly sale takes place from 8.30am on Wednesday 

morning, with the sale starting at 12.00pm. A list of items on offer is 

available on our website at www.silverwoods.co.uk from 

approximately 4.00pm on Tuesday.
